For all children who receive our support, the school year ended with (sometimes very) good results. The new 2014-2015 school year will start in mid-July. Therefore we place a modest appeal to anyone who in the past year supported a scholarship (ie per school year, not per calendar year) to consider doing so again in the coming year, to support the study of a child (elementary school, junior high school, vocational school, or even college or university).

In the last newsletter we wrote about the temporary suspension of the construction of MCKs (public bath/washrooms) in connection with the elections, since such projects are vulnerable to corruption. The parliamentary elections are now behind us and the presidential elections will take place on July 9th. Until then, we will look at this shadow play (wayang topeng) from a distance. And because Ramadan will start 

 just now, we do not expect to start building again before August.

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	 2. Couleur locale Indonesia


At this moment two things prevail: the presidential election and the world football championships. Indonesia is a football loving country and a large part of the Indonesian population supports Holland.

For the presidency there are two candidates: the popular new governor of Jakarta, Jokowi, and the man from the old Suharto camp: Prabowo, who considers his ex father-in-law (head of one of the richest and corrupted families of Indonesia) a national hero. Jokowi and his runner-up, former vice president Jusuf Kalla, are quite popular. The slandering and defamation has already begun and the media, which are not independent, play an important role. The stakes are high and individual interests clearly prevail over the regional and national ones. "Every country gets the president it deserves," is what we think.
	 3. Project information


I. Yogyakarta-Java : MCKs (public bath/washrooms)
Although construction work has been suspended, the search for suitable locations continues. Amaliah nominated two candidates. Regrettably, it was not possible to get a good agreement on the land: the owners did not want to sign a waiver. As a result the land cannot be made an official community property and, in theory, the family can reclaim the land with the MCK on it at any given time. This risk should be taken seriously. Children or grandchildren that live or were born elsewhere, often have weak links with the kampong and tend to ignore adat law especially when money is involved. We had to choose between settling for a verbal commitment or refraining altogether. On the advice of our local volunteers, we decided on the latter.

II Yogyakarta-Java / Singaraja-Bali: Scholarships

The school year is over and the results are good: all children passed and practically all will move to the next grade. In Yogyakarta there are children again who hope they will qualify for further education. In principle, the duration of our scholarship lasts until the final exams of their current school. After that, if a child wishes to proceed his or her education, we have to decide whether or not we will support them, and thus commit ourselves to sponsoring them for another three years to come. Amaliah, whose judgement we value very much, will again advise us on this.

On Bali there are three children, outside the children’s home, who receive a scholarship. They are all grandchildren of pak Made Putra. The eldest grandson (Putu), who is studying Hotel Business at vocational school, passed his exams with honors! His sister passed her final exams at junior high school (SMP Santo Paulus). The youngest brother, who is in primary school, will move to second grade.

III Yogyakarta-Java-Bali : Seniors and Medical Support

All runs smoothly; the two new volunteers (Bu Santi and Bu Daryati) are fully trained now. The five groups (currently 230 seniors) receive proper care and attention and the group in Tegal Mulyo that was restarted is a close-knit group again. After having had some discussion about the quality of the medication, we chose for better quality and more variety in blood pressure medication.
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On Bali one of the last three seniors who still receive our support, Bu ​​Reken, unexpectedly passed away. Everyone had expected that her weakened sister would die, but it was Bu Reken instead.

In addition to the now two remaining seniors, we support a younger widow (Penarukan) with three children. One of her children lives in the children’s home.

IV. Singaraja, Bali : Widhya Asih III Children’s home
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Lina

From the group that finished high school in June, two candidates emerged who have the motivation and capacity to continue studying at university: Lina (Dietetics) and Pande (Economics & Management). The former at Denpasar and the latter at Singaraja. The Dietetics study (Ilmu Gizi) at the University is especially expensive, partly because Lina will have to live in Denpasar, which increases costs by 40%.
